Finnair Corporate Programme in a nutshell:

On long-haul flights
The FCP discount is 10 % from the Flex ticket type on Finnair’s long-haul flights in all travel classes (Business, Premium

Economy and Economy) and from all booking classes (RBDs). Some exceptions may apply on Joint Business routes.

On European flights
There is no discount on flights within Europe or on our domestic flights within Finland but when using the corporate

pricing code, you will have access to the best trade price levels.
